Prop 1 | Texas should eliminate all property taxes without increasing Texans' overall tax
burden.

Prop 9 | The Republican Party of Texas should restrict voting in the Republican primary to
only registered Republicans. YES (stop Democrats from helping Rinos win!)

Prop 10 | The Texas Constitution should be amended to restore authority to the Texas
